All about numbers |-5 and how to count
objects using I:| correspondence

How to recognise and write a number of
letter sounds

About the king and our royal family

To recognise the shape of the United
Kingdom on a map

How to help your child at home:

Read lots of books with your child

Talk about school by looking at photos
on Tapestry together

Talk about their local area, their
address, and the city they live in
Count objects such as stairs, spoons,
and stones

Identify numbers on buses, doors, or
remote controls

Practise writing their first name
Identify shapes in the environment (e.g.
circle, square, triangle and recta.rLgLe)
Make up and tell you a story using the
pictures in a book

Look at photos of family and friends
and talk about past times

The children will:

Become confident in using the
classroom independently

Listen to a range of poems and stories
Find out what they are good at and
why it is great to be them

Practise sitting on the carpet

Start their daily phonics sessions

Be encouraged to roleplay and use
drama to tell stories

Practise drawing with detail

Develop new friendships
